	Geography links within History
Where did the Vikings and Anglo-Saxons live around 900AD and what was the geography of these locations like? Children name and locate key places in Europe that affect the Vikings and Anglo-Saxons including countries and capital cities.
Why did the Vikings leave Scandinavia? Children look at different statistics related to the geography of the comparative regions of Scandinavia and the UK. They draw conclusions based on the data.
Who got what in the Battle for Britain? Children name different counties, towns and cities of the UK and understand which places were Viking or Anglo-Saxon settlements based on their names. Children also name and locate counties.
	Geography links within History
Where did the Maya live? Where did the Maya live in Mesoamerica – children look at how this links to modern day Central America and what countries and capital cities would have made up Mesoamerica.
What impacts did the geography of Mesoamerica have on Maya settlements? Understand how the geography of Mesoamerica has influenced the Maya settlements and children use a grid reference to locate places in the city.
What are the different environmental regions in Mesoamerica? Children identify the different climate zones and geographical areas of Central America, looking at how these may influence where civilisations build their cities.
How was Maya Trade impacted and influenced by their geography? Children use maps to understand how natural resources can be traded between different cities and the human impact of this.
What happened to the Maya and how may the geography of their civilisation have led to their decline?
	How is North America similar and different to the North West of England?
Children initially study the continent of North America (including the Caribbean) and make geographical observations about the continent. Then apply this knowledge to compare and contrast it to the North West of England.
